If the
original owner cannot be located, the item(s) will be stored in the lost and found collection at the
Circulation Desk. Items of value (money, etc.) will be kept in the Administration safe. Items
having only a value of less than $100 will be kept for 30 days and, if still unclaimed, will be
disposed of at the Library’s discretion. All other unclaimed items will be kept and/or disposed of

as required by applicable Illinois law.
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
